@ If you feel too hot in the sauna box, please set the "TURBO SWITCH" on "OFF" or pull the zipper down to

open the sauna box for a while.

@ Please use the appliance for sauna usage only. Do not use for any other purpose.
@ If it is not working properly, please stop using immediately. Return the appliance to a service center for

examination and repair.

@ If adding some additives into the steamer pot, the ratio for addtives and water should not more than below
mentioned to avoid the additive immerse and cause damage to the machine or effect the using life of the

machine.

1. Pull out flat steamer box toward both sides to
extend it. (See picture 1)

2. Unzip reverse zipper. Move slide bar to
center. Pull zipper back. (See picture 2)

3. Zip big zipper, put the tray in bottom of the
cabinet then put the wooden chair at center of
the tray. (See picture 3)

4. If the head cover is to be used, please place
the head cover over the Steamer Box cabinet.
Then attach the adhesive binder on both
sides of head cover on the cabinet so as to fix
head cover above the cabinet. r

5. Stick the steam tap into one end of steam mat
supply hose.

6. Stick the other side of steam supply hose into
the steam intake connector on the side of steam
sauna box. (See picture 6) hose
